people affirmatively aspire to, you're
gonna be pushing the... the boulder
up the hill.

NEJRON ZEKO : In today's climate
54% of millennials either want to start
their own business or have already
started. Half of my generation has no
desire to work blue collar jobs,
clocking in and out or paying union
dues. It estimated that throughout
the next decade over 300,000 jobs as
electricians will open up as boomers
retire. But nobody's pushing
millennials to get educating these
workforce jobs even if those jobs
bring in more money than the ones
of most recent college graduates.
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JEFFREY ARNETT : | don't think there
are any guarantees anymore. | mean
that's what makes modern life
difficult. We have a lot of advantages.
We're so much luckier than people a
100 years or 200 years ago in a range
of different kinds of satisfying work
we can do.
